The selection process:  

Pitches will be considered by our conference committee.  The most interesting ideas will be invited to pitch at the conference.  Selection will be made on Friday June 8 2007.

If your proposal is successful:

We will contact you within ten days and arrange to meet and discuss the best presentation format.  We can help you with advice and training to make your pitch a success.  You will then be invited to make your pitch before a panel of expert judges at the Pitching for Communities event on July 26. 

If your proposal is unsuccessful:

We will contact you within ten days, acknowledging that we received your proposal. We acknowledge your intellectual property and our panel will respect your ideas.  All pitches not invited to the final stage will be treated with confidentiality. Documents will be shredded to protect your idea.
