Australia’s greenest and healthiest purpose built office building
Meet: in the foyer of CH2, 240 Lt Collins St, near the corner of Swanston St.
How to get there: CH2 is in the centre of the central business district, five minutes walk from Flinders St station and close to all city based tram routes
CH2 opened in Melbourne in August 2006, setting the benchmark for all future high-rise buildings.  This United Nations award-winning building will set a new world standard for sustainable design and construction.  The Green Building Council of Australia awarded CH2 six Green Stars which represents world leadership in office building design.  CH2 has sustainable technologies incorporated into every conceivable part of its 10 storeys. A water-mining plant in the basement, phase-change materials for cooling, automatic night-purge windows, wavy concrete ceilings, a façade of louvres (powered by photovoltaic cells) that track the sun – even the pot plant holders have involved a whole new way of thinking.

Meet: in the foyer of North Melbourne Town Hall at 2.30 pm. Delegates will take a short walk between venues. 

How to get there: Catch tram 57 from Elizabeth St in the city to stop 12 at the corner of Errol and Queensberry Sts. The Town Hall is on the corner, access from Queensberry St.  Allow 20-25 mins from the city.

Site visit and tour of the North Melbourne Town Hall and Studio, followed by a light afternoon tea, then tour of the Meat Market.  These buildings house a number of arts spaces for creative development and presentation of contemporary arts practice across all art forms, gallery spaces for exhibition and meeting and conference facilities. The venues also provide office spaces for 32 arts organisations.  The buildings are managed by a core group of staff who maintain the buildings, produce projects, provide grants, mentor artists, and provide presentation and technical support.
